Lecture/ Discussion 
In addition to having weekly lectures and demonstrations, part of the class time will be used for discussions and presentations of student projects. Projects will relate to direct application of materials in specific situations in addition to stressing graphic communication. Photoshop™ is recommended for some of the projects.

Prerequisites:   
Open to under-graduate majors in Interior Architecture and Architecture who have completed ARCH 410 "Building Construction" and to Interior Architecture and Architecture graduate students. Other interested students may be admitted with the consent of the instructor.

Objectives:
This course focuses on the manufacture, properties and use of interior finish materials which define space and provide character in interior spaces. The course is organized around specific groups of interior design materials such as floor materials, wall materials/coverings, textiles, furnishings, etc. The study of these finish materials will be organized around three principles; 
1) the users' perceptual response to materials 

2) the performance of materials based on tests, standards and relevant codes 

3) the impact of selected materials on the natural and indoor environments
Students will study materials with respect to each of these principles and will be involved in implementing criteria for selecting materials and the actual selection, and specification of materials in the three projects below.
